In every way possible they also try to involve us “Bule” (an Indonesian word
for foreigners), as we are called by the locals, in this program. Giving us the opportunity to get to know all this
lovely kids without being able to speak any Bahasa.

Now that I have been at the BLT for almost 3 weeks I would like to be (and will be) more involved with the
youngest children in the Trust. Although every child is as precious to me, my heart always goes out to those
few children who need just a little more attention. Either because of their minor “disabilities” or because they
have the skills/are alittle more ahead than others. The only problem I am facing right now is the language.
Especially being a non-native English speaker, learning another language other than Dutch (and some French
and German) it is really hard and frustrating not to be able to communicate as I would like to.
'L Every day I feel exactly like those young Indonesian kids with their
beautiful smile and dark eyes looking at us in total despair because they
have no idea what we want to tell and teach them.
Even though there is a language barrier at the moment I truly hope to
give them all I can so they will be able to grow up to precious adults and
maybe one day in the future they will remember us “Bule” from the BLT.

I have been a fan of wildlife since my university days and I now work for the RSPB, : .i- - "‘: e
a UK wildlife charity that protects habitats for birds. When I got a place on the BLT g

volunteer team I was very excited. Not only is it my first time in Asia and my first
volunteer teaching trip, but there would be lots of new wildlife to discover!
Just from the roof of the Trust I have already spotted some exotic birds with
my binoculars, including: Yellow Vented Bulbul, Pacific Swallow, Brown-throated Sunbird and Ornate
Sunbird.

The rural areas around the Trust are also a good place to spot birds. In a nearby rice paddy field I spotted a
Sooty-headed Bulbul, Long-tailed Shrike, Scaly-breasted Munia, Intermediate Egret and Collared
Kingfisher.

During my second week we were invited on a short jungle trek to see a special flower, the Amorphophallus,

Ornate Sunbird (Cinnyris ornatus)

which only blooms for three days every eight years. It was very special and I feel very lucky to have seen one.
We saw lots of wildlife on our two day jungle trek, including: Thomas’s Leaf Monkey, Pig-tailed Macaque,
Lar Gibbon and a very close encounter with an Orangutan.

I am very happy with all the wonderful wildlife I have already seen, but by the end of my time here I hope to
see some of the large birds of prey that soar over the mountains and one of the Hornbills that live in the
jungle. ’

Whether or not you choose to venture out on a jungle trek during your time in Bukit Lawang, you'll have
ahard time escaping this little jungle-jingle.

As we trekked we passed groups of people of varying
ages and physical abilities, (one couple must have been in their late 70s!) The guides are incredibly
knowledgeable and ready to assist as you when the terrain gets tough! They do all they can to ensure you
have an amazing time, from sharing fascinating facts about the beautiful surrounding nature and
animals, preparing 5/6 meals, playing games with us, and helping to steer the rafts at the end of day two.
The beauty of the rainforest is breathtaking.

It is difficult to keep trekking when everything catches your eye, all you can do is observe in awe. As the
sunlight sparkles through leaves illuminating the fauna all around you. The overnight trek is the perfect
outward bound adventure, incredible Mountain views, delicious food, delightful company topped off
with the thrill of river rafting through Bukit Lawang.

I want to full heartedly thank BLT for these once in a lifetime experiences. For pushing me out of my
comfort zone and showing me what I can accomplish.
